Create a Synchronized Combo Box
You can create a sample database with the steps outlined, below. You can also download the “Front Row Video” Level 17 database sample from the online course if you wish.

Download the database
The sample file is a Zipped (compressed) file format. You will need to unzip the file before you can use the database. Here is a link to the WinZip website that explains how to unzip a file: http://www.winzip.com/aboutzip.htm
Open the database and clear the security block.
Make changes to the query:
Open the RatingSearchSQ query in Design View

Add [tblMovieTitles] to the QBE grid

Go to Query Tools->Design->Tools 



Select the Totals

Add Criteria to the Rating: In Not Null



Note: this option filters out all of the movies which do NOT have a 


Rating or Genre listed in the MovieTitles table.

Save and Test the RatingSearchSQ query.
  

Link this Query to a Form:

Add Criteria to the Genre field:




Right click the Criteria and click on Build


Use the Expression Builder to select a form: MovieTitleSearch



You should see the following code:




[Forms]![MovieTitleSearch]![GenreCombo]

 



Click OK to close the Expression Builder and return to the Query.

Add the Rating Combo to the form: 
Open the MovieTitleSearch form in Design View

Insert a Combo control


Select the record source: Rating SearchSQ



Select the field: Rating



Store the value: Rating


Save your changes.
Link the Form and Subform

Open the MovieTitleSearch form in Design View

Select the new Rating Combo control and open the Property sheet.



Add another Subform Link. 



Match Rating to Rating on the Master and Child Fields


Save your changes.

AfterUpdate Event

Open the MovieTitleSearch form in Design View

Select the new Rating Combo control and open the Property sheet.



Go to Event and select AfterUpdate


Create a new [Event Procedure]

Type: Refresh


Save your changes.
